Upon completion and acceptance of this application, you will be invited to take the GTC Leadership Intensive and sign a program commitment agreement. At the conclusion of the Leadership Intensive, you may elect to propose an Application project and enter into the Application and Certification phase. 

Tuition is to be paid in US Dollars. This fee includes all materials and instruction, including access to online classrooms. Tuition does not include airfare, accommodations or meals for each of the four program retreats, which are the responsibility of the participant. 

The tuition rates are intended to provide flexibility based on your individual circumstances. If you are traveling from outside of North America to the intensives, and the higher tuition fees are prohibitive, then you will pay the Student and International rate. If you are a full time student at an academic institution for the duration of your GTC program you qualify for the student rate. Otherwise, you will pay the Individual-sponsored rate.  Final decision of the rate you pay is at the sole discretion of Pacific Integral, based on a realistic assessment of your individual circumstances.

Early Registration Discount
